YACONTO Memorandum (Code 230101-L03)

1. ATOMMASH is by a great margin the biggest industrial complex of the former USSR,
mainly tasked with production of nuclear reactors (8 reactors annually) for NPPs.

2. The premises are colossal — about 60 million square feet. 80% of the equipment
was imported Western high-end equipment; the complex had its own energy supply, transport
and social infrastructure. In the Soviet period (1980) the total amount of investments into
ATOMMASH comprised 12 billion rubles which was an equivalent of 18 billion USD.

3. In 1993 the Industrial Complex was privatized. The State received 30% general stock
plus one «golden share» which were controlled by the State Government. 28,5% stock
has been acquired by the YACONTO Company (Russia, Moscow), which in turn was
solely (100%) owned by Russian Citizen Sergey Yakunin. The remaining 41,5% share of
ATOMMASH was distributed among 21 000 employees of the Industrial Complex.

4. In September 1995 Alexey Golovin — the General Director of ATOMMASH — has
utilized his connections with corrupt Russian officials, and acting in the interest of Alexander
Stepanov managed to dismiss Sergey Yakunin from his position of Chairman of the Board of
ATOMMASH in order to orchestrate a premeditated (intended) bankruptcy of the Company.
In order to make it happen, in 1994 fraudulent loans were taken from a commercial bank at
216% interest rate, which was kept secret from the shareholders. At the initiative of the State
Property Committee, the Arbitrary Court of Rostov oblast has appointed Alexander Stepanov
the Arbitration Manager of ATOMMASH.

5. In 1995, part of the ATOMMASH employees have sold their shares to the Energomash
Corporation (100% owned by ENERGOMASH (UK) Limited, Great Britain, London — the
ultimate beneficiary is Russian Citizen Alexander Stepanov). During the bankruptcy,
Stepanov has fraudulently transferred the devalued liquid assets of ATOMMASH to his
Company, and then consequently to other companies he used to own before and after his arrest.

6. Since 2000, in order to make the scheme of ATOMMASH property appropriation more
puzzling and obscure, Alexander Stepanov has repeatedly bankrupted his dummy companies
which formally owned ATOMMASH assets. Utilizing corruption and fraud, he took loans and
misused them. For his outstanding debts to Sberbank of Russia, BTA Bank (Kazakhstan)
and other financial institutions, including British, Alexander Stepanov has been arrested
and imprisoned. However, he continued being the formal owner of ATOMMASH. State
Nuclear Energy Corporation ROSATOM has been “granted” a permission by the Federal
Antimonopoly Service of Russia to manage the assets of ATOMMASH, “forcibly” taking
them on loan from the imprisoned Stepanov! Later, a ROSATOM structure has purchased
those assets from Sberbank.

7. Itis now planned to involve a reputable law firm in London (UK) which would initiate
a Lawsuit under British law against ENERGOMASH (UK) Limited. The lawyers can prove
that the bankruptcy was a criminal act and contained indications of corruption from Russian
Government. Plenty of documents for that case are available in English and Russian at
WWW.YACONTO.COM website.

8. The international law firm must prove full legal and material liability of the Russian
Government for the creation of corruption schemes and for premeditated bankruptcy
of ATOMMASH. The total amount of damage dealt by the bankruptcy as of 01.01.2023
is estimated at 10087 billion USD, including 4914 billion USD to Sergey Yakunin. The
economic result of a lawsuit won in a British court would be shared between Mr. Yakunin, the
law firm and potential investors as per agreement.
